COMPLYING WITH PARKING REQUIREMENTS

Answers to Frequently Asked Questions (Parking FAQs) 

Updated March 2023
Q1:  On occasion, throughout the year, I or a guest may need to park our automobiles on the street in front of my house.  Do I have to count the hours and worry about receiving a letter and/or a fine?  

A1:  The intent of the Restrictions and Protective Covenants (the covenants) is to prevent abusive parking.  The Board IS NOT going to fine you for vehicles parked in the street to attend your Christmas party, graduation party, Super Bowl party or similar events.  You should not receive a fine notice simply because you (or someone visiting you) parked a vehicle in the street for a couple of hours a couple of times a year.

Q2:  My child is home from college so we have a lot of cars at our house during the summer/ during Christmas vacation/on the weekends.  May we park a vehicle in the street so we can more easily get in and out of the driveway/garage?

A2: We hope you understand that the CCHA Board does not have the authority to make exceptions to the Restrictions and Protective Covenants for these situations.  The covenants are in place to keep the subdivision looking nice and uncluttered with cars.  Think of what the subdivision would look like if everyone started parking in the streets during the summer/Christmas vacation/on weekends – YIKES!  

Q3:  If I’m not allowed to park in the street, may I park in the front yard?  

A3:  Remember it is the intent, as stated in the Restrictions and Protective Covenants, for homeowners to park in their driveways or garages.  The covenants do allow some leeway for occasionally parking in the street.  There is no leeway for parking in the front yard.  

Q4: Why do I have to observe these restrictions and protective covenants?  My neighbor is always parking in the street.

A4: While no one may be asking this question, it is included just in case.  If everyone waited for everyone else to take the lead, no one would ever have to comply.  Each of us is accountable for his or her actions regardless of the actions of others.  The actions/inactions of others will not be accepted as a reason for someone not to comply with the covenants.  If it looks as if the Board is asking some homeowners to comply and not others, it may be that the Board hasn’t noticed the others or it may be that the Board is taking actions against that homeowner of which you are not aware.  If you are seeing instances that could constitute covenant violations, please notify the Board so that the occurrence can be added to the list to monitor.

Q5:  What if someone is parking in front of my property and I don’t know who it is?

A5:  On occasion, homeowners have parties and there is no way all their guests can park in their driveway or in front of their property.  If this is happening, it shouldn’t be happening often enough that it is a problem so don’t worry about it.  If someone is continually parking in front of your property, please ask them to move.  If you don’t feel comfortable doing this, please contact the Board to discuss options for resolving.

Q 6:  I have four vehicles.  Does this mean I have 24 hours per year per vehicle so I can rotate them and have a total of 96 hours?

A6:  No.  It’s per occurrence whether one or 100 vehicles.  Remember that the intent of the covenants is that vehicles are to be parked in the driveway and garages, allowing for occasional parking on the street, if needed.  

Q7:  The streets are public property.  Does the HOA have the right to limit parking?
A7:  Please be assured, before the HOA Board took any actions in regards to parking, the issue was discussed with legal counsel.  By moving into this subdivision, each homeowner has agreed to abide by the Chapel Creek Restrictions and Protective Covenants, which includes abiding by the parking requirements.  The Board has been assigned the rights to enforce compliance with these covenants to the best of its ability.  

Q 8:  Are there different versions of the Chapel Creek Restrictions and Protective Covenants? Are the parking requirements the same in all versions?
A8:  Yes, and Yes.  The subdivision was built in sections.  Each section has its own version of the covenants.  The parking requirements are the same in all versions of the covenants.  
Q9:  Is the HOA responsible for providing copies of the Restrictions and Protective Covenants to homeowners?  

A9:
It is not the HOA’s responsibility to provide copies of the Restrictions and Protective Covenants to homeowners. Every homeowner should have received a copy of the Restrictions and Protective Covenants pertaining to your section of the subdivision as part of your loan closing.  Official copies are maintained at the Floyd County Recorder’s office.  
As a courtesy, the Board is currently housing on the Chapel Creek website copies from the recorder’s office of all Chapel Creek Restrictions and Protective Covenants.  Please note that the Board is not responsible for the print quality of the documents.      (www.mychapelcreek.com)
As stated in A8 above, the subdivision was built in sections and each section has its own set of covenants.  We have placed plat maps of the sections and Plat Map Directions on the website to assist you in determining the Covenants and Restrictions that go with your section of the neighborhood.
